HIS quick risotto is full of flavour 
and very easy to make. Best served 

immediately, though any leftovers can be 
quickly chilled and made into risotto cakes 
to fry and enjoy the following day.

Ingredients
l  1 tbsp oil
l  1 large brown onion, chopped
l  1 large garlic clove, crushed
l  275g/9¾oz risotto rice
l  100ml/3½fl oz dry white wine
l  150g/5½oz asparagus spears, stalks sliced into   
      rounds and tips reserved
l  about 800ml/1⅓ pint hot chicken or vegetable 
     stock
l  350g/12oz mixed button and chestnut mushrooms, 
      sliced
l  75g/2⅓oz Parmesan, grated
l  1 bunch chives, snipped
l  large knob of butter
l  salt and freshly ground black pepper

Method
1 Heat the oil in a wide-based shallow saucepan. Add 
the onion and garlic and fry for a few minutes over a 
high heat.

2 Stir in the rice to coat the grains. Pour in the wine 
and boil for a few minutes until nearly evaporated. 
Toss in the sliced asparagus stalks and add the hot 
stock, a ladleful at a time, stirring over the high heat, 
until all the stock has been absorbed, and the rice is 
just tender. Make sure that each spoonful of stock 
is absorbed before adding the next. From when the 
first ladle of stock is added, it should take around 20 
minutes to cook.

3 Add the mushrooms and the asparagus tips and stir 
for about 3 minutes until well combined with the rice 
and just softened.

4 Cover and simmer on a low heat (or put in a 150C/
fan 130C/gas 2 oven) for 2-3 hours or until the beef is 
meltingly tender, checking after 2 hours. Season, then 
stir through the parsley, extra rosemary and thyme, 
and serve with mash.

OUR BRANCH 
HISTORY
The RSPCA Lincolnshire Mid 
and Lincoln St Mark’s Charity 
Shop and office building was 
originally a Church Hall and 
Sunday School built for St 
Mark’s Church in 1875. In 1920, 
the building was gifted to the 

branch 
by Mrs Dorothy Bergne-Coupland 
who was the chairman of the 
branch at the time. In 1991, the 
building received Grade II listing 
status.

St Mark’s Church formerly stood 
on the site of Tesco Express, just 
on the other side of the road to 
the Church Hall, having been built 
in 1872 and designed by Lincoln 
architect, William Watkins. 
The Church had a beautiful 120ft 

spire with a clock, seating around 
350 people. The Church was 

demolished in 1972 and the site 
sold for redevelopment.

In December 2016, the 
branch seeking to expand 
their income generation 
undertook a lease for a 
shop in Lambeth House 
on Woodhall Drive in 

the Ermine. This became 
our second charity shop 

location, however closed in 
June 2023.

In April 2018, the branch secured 
a further lease on a property 
in Woodhall Spa, opening our 
third charity shop. Popular and 
successful, the decision was made 
to purchase the shop building – 
not only securing the branch’s 
position within Woodhall Spa, but 
ensuring the income this location 
brought in. Since its opening, 
the RSPCA Lincolnshire Mid and 
Lincoln Charity Shop in Woodhall 
Spa has been crowned winners 
of the 1940s Shop Window 
competition, and is highly spoken 

of within the locality and 
beyond.

Fast forward to April 2024, the 
RSPCA Lincolnshire Mid and 
Lincoln Branch, together with 
the Lincolnshire North East 
Branched merged, expanding 
the existing branch area to 
become RSPCA Lincolnshire 
Mid, North East and Lincoln

Lincolnshire!

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N paper the i4 sits in the sweet 
spot of BMW’s model range. It’s got 

striking looks, a posh interior, four seats 
and a good-sized boot.
In practice though, it’s not as spacious inside as 
it seems and while it’s very capable on all sorts 
of roads, it’s not as thrilling as its petrol-powered 
alternatives. Under the skin it’s a BMW 4 Series 
Gran Coupe, albeit electric-powered. It’s a bit like 
an electric stove-top, which can cook whatever you 
need and it is to live with than a gas cooker, but 
there’s a touch less charm to it than its old-school 
counterpart.

It’s got some rather compelling alternatives, chiefly 
the hugely practical Tesla Model 3, handsome BYD 
Seal or Mercedes CLA Electric with its whopping 
484-mile range, plus sibling rivalry with the petrol 
BMW 3 Series.

The i4 has a sleeker silhouette than the 3 Series 
and the Tesla, with a swoopy roofline, flared wheel 
arches and haunches over the rear wheels. The 
rear end has pretty, intricate taillights and a sporty 
diffuser, but while less outrageous than at launch, 
the front hasn’t aged all that well; bucktooth grille 

as love-or-hate as ever. 

Inside, the i4 is much less divisive. The dashboard 
layout is much the same as in its petrol-powered 
counterparts; handsome with crisp, widescreen 
displays - but the climate controls are annoying 
to use. The classic iDrive rotary controller on the 
centre console is a delight, but there are still too 
many menus to navigate.

The entry-level i4 eDrive 35 gets 286hp, a 67.1kWh 
battery and can travel up to 311 miles on a charge, 
while eDrive 40 models get a larger 81.3kWh 
battery, 340hp motor and up to 380 miles of range. 
The top-dog, four-wheel drive i4 M60 has a mighty 
601hp from its dual motors and up to 334 miles to 
a charge.
